He wrote over 15 novels which made regafgearances on the New York Times
best seller lists.

His best selling novels were about wom#o triumph in a hostile world of ruthless
men. Sheldon told a reporter when questioned abwutpopularity of his novels with
women: “I like to write about women who are talehtend capable, but most important,
retain their femininity. Women have tremendous powetheir femininity, because men
can’t do without it.”
