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Volunteers Transforming Libraries

There is a fortunate coincidence that happens each year: National Library Week and National Volunteer Week fall
on the same week in April.

Plus, there are those who drop off a plate or package of cookies, extra boxes of tea bags or coffee creamer, or
other items that we can put out to welcome our library guests and make this feel more like a second home!

This means our library staff can focus on providing better services from selecting and processing books, movies,
DVDs and CDs that make up the core of our library’s collection, to more fun, creative programming and partnerships
with the Theater, the school, and so much more.

Then there are the biggest volunteer groups of all: our dedicated Friends of the Library, Library Foundation, and
Library Board of Trustees. Talk about transforming the library in so many ways!

Our Friends of the Library have transformed our lower level into an ongoing book sale. The proceeds from this and
the monthly and annual 4th of July book sales support a variety of purchases that enhance the library in so many
ways: from nametags to supporting the purchase of a new globe to new library book carts.

Our Foundation and Library Board are working on the biggest transformation of all: raising funds and working out the
logistics of a renovation and expansion plan. With persistence, all of their unpaid hours of dedication will result in the
Demmer Library transformed and ready to serve our community for many years to come!

Our thanks to all those who have dedicated their time and talents. We always welcome new help, even if you think
you don’t know a thing about libraries. Chances are, you have something that can be put to good use. We can’t be
this good or even better without you!
