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Building Campaign Update 

During the last two months, the Demmer Library, the Three Lakes Historical Society and the Town have been working diligently on developing a building 

design that will meet all of our needs, and be a community gathering place for decades to come.  Although at times, the process seems to move at a snail’s 

pace, we are definitely making progress.

We are entering the point in the process where public input will be instrumental in seeing the project through to completion.  

1. The Town Board is scheduling a meeting on October 20 at 5:00 to discuss the final plan to present to the electorate.  At this meeting we 

will have a rendering of the building for you to see. The building design, financing options, and timeline should be established at that 

meeting. Whether or not you are a town registered voter, your input at this meeting will be crucial. Even if you don’t speak up, your presence will 

have an impact on the future of this great opportunity. Please mark your calendars and plan on attending.   

2. After this meeting, we are planning to offer you more opportunities to give feedback. At this time, our plan is to have the 3-D rendering and 

the conceptual floor plan design on display at the Town Offices and Library. We invite you to stop in at your convenience, ask questions, and 

leave your comments. 

3. Put Tuesday, November 17 on your calendar now - this is the Town Annual Budget Meeting. Any financial decisions impacting the 2016 

budget will be approved at this meeting. 

4. Fundraising continues! What happened to the "book thermometer" posted outside the library? Well, our goal is no longer $2.6 million, so our 

fundraising achievements weren't very well reflected on it. We have taken it down as we revise our fundraising goals. 

The current design is estimated to be in the $1.5 to $1.8 million range - a considerable savings from the original two story design.  We 

currently have close to $1 million to contribute to the project. Small contributions continue to come in nearly every day - and these add 

up! Most of these funds are from individuals, community organizations and local businesses, like you. We are forever grateful to your 

generosity and commitment to continuing the Demmer and all of Three Lakes.
