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This month “teachable tactile toys” are featured for check-out.  Pass the Bag is a game for up to four 

players.  It requires skill in distinguishing shapes and sizes by touch, luck in selecting the right color and the 
ability to recognize when your opponents are bluffing.  This game is also helpful for children learning basic 
colors and shapes in addition to sorting and categorizing skills.  Pass the Bag does have small pieces so it is not 
intended for use in households with children under 3 years of old. 

Teachable Touchables Texture Squares is another fun, hands-on way to encourage young learners’ 
awareness of their sense of touch.  Twenty squares (ten different pairs), from scratchy to slippery, enable 
children to explore a wide range of different textures as they build tactile awareness.  Plus, as children feel and 
describe the squares, they develop their descriptive vocabulary and communication skills.  Included is an 
activity sheet with a listing of sensory games that can be played using the Teachable Touchables Texture 
Squares.   

These therapeutic toys were purchased using funds from the LSTA Special Needs Grant.  The toys are 
available for a 2 week lending period and can be checked-out for home use by inquiring at the circulation desk.
