What is microfilm? 
 

Many historical documents - Census records, newspapers (including obituaries), birth and death certificates, land 
records, and other legal records - have been archived using microfilm. Since storing microfilm is still less expensive than 
servers and bandwidth for digital archives, microfilm remains one of the primary sources for research - especially for family 
and local history.  
 

What is a microfilm scanner? 
 

A microfilm reader is the machine that projects the film onto a screen to make it readable. A microfilm scanner does more 
than project - it creates a digital image of the film which can then be saved to an electronic file - for e-mailing, uploading to 
websites, or saving to a personal jump drive. 
 

The ScanPro 3000 has a powerful optic lens that can zoom in and read documents in great detail, and is paired with 
software that can improve the image using filters and photo enhancing, and then prepare the selection for editing, printing, 
e-mailing, or otherwise saving. 
 

Who can use the scanner? 
 

The ScanPro 3000 is available for public use. The Demmer also has an in-house microfilm archive of local newspapers, 
Wisconsin Census records, and local fire insurance maps. Librarians can assist with ordering films from different areas on 
different topics. 
 

If it is your first time using the new machine, we will train you to use the equipment and software.  
 

Who do we thank? 
 

Many thanks go to the Three Lakes Genealogical Society and the Three Lakes Historical Society, as well as seven 
individual donors who helped make this dream a reality. The Genealogical Society will use the scanner to continue their 
project of indexing Three Lakes obituaries. The obituary index is available for viewing online

OCTOBER IS FAMILY HISTORY MONTH by Nancy Brewster 
 

“By searching for our roots, we come closer together as a human family.” Senator Orrin Hatch, 2001  

 

With these words, Senator Orrin Hatch of Utah introduced a resolution to Congress to designate October as Family History 
Month in the United States. Here are some suggestions of how you can promote family history with your family all year long.  

  

¶ Record your parents and grandparents earliest memories. You‘ll be amazed at what you don’t know about their 
childhood and adult life before you were born.  

¶ Record your children’s and grandchildren’s voices for them to hear when they are older.  

¶ Spend some time with family members organizing your pictures. Identify the people in the picture and reminisce 
about what they were doing the day the picture was taken. Be sure to write down those memories.  

¶ Visit a cemetery where family members are buried. Talk about how they are related to you and the time period they 
lived. If they were immigrants, talk about why they came to this country and why they settled in the area they did.  

¶ Cook a favorite family dish and talk about how it became a family favorite. If you don’t have any favorite family 
recipes, create some and tell your family that you are starting a new family tradition.  

 

Whatever you do, celebrate family history month by getting together with your family and talking about the importance of 
making and keeping family memories.

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TOWN COMPLEX ADVISORY REFERENDUM 

There will be two referendum questions on the November 8 election ballot, both for approving funding for the Town 
Complex. Although there are two separate questions, the current project design still calls for a single, joint building. 

One question will ask voters to approve (vote yes) or disapprove (vote no) to allocating up to $900,000 to the 
library renovation. 

This would have an estimated annual impact of increasing taxes by $7/year on a home valued at $100,000 or $31 
on a home valued at $500,000 over 20 years. 

The second question will ask voters to approve (vote yes) or disapprove (vote no) to allocating up to $1.8 million 
for rebuilding the Town Offices, Police Department, meeting rooms, etc. 

This would have an estimated annual impact of increasing taxes by $11 year on a home valued at $100,000 or $56 
on a home valued at $500,000 over 20 years. 

If both were approved, the estimated impact on taxes would be $17/year on $100,000 of home value, or $87/year 
for a home valued at $500,000 over 20 years. 

The vote is advisory and will still need to be approved by the electors at an official Town Meeting, but the decision of the 
Town Board to pursue a building project will be guided by the results of this vote. 

Advisory Referendum Ballot November 8, 2016 
 

QUESTION 1: Do you support up to nine hundred thousand ($900,000.00) additional taxpayer dollars being 
placed on the levy for the Library expansion?  Yes or No  
 
Explanation: This is an advisory referendum. A “yes” vote for up to nine hundred thousand dollars ($900,000.00) 
indicates that you support additional taxpayer money for the Library expansion.   
 
The purpose of the question listed above is to give the Town Board of Supervisors an idea of how the taxpayers feel about 
appropriating additional levy dollars to the expansion of the Library. The Three Lakes Public Library Foundation has raised 
approximately one million dollars and has an expansion plan of approximately 1.9 million dollars. The Library is seeking your 
support by asking the taxpayers to fund the additional dollars needed to complete their expansion. The answer to the question 
listed above will provide the Town Board with valuable information. A special meeting of the electors may be held for an actual vote 
on the construction and financing for the entire project. The Three Lakes Public Library Foundation will continue with their 
fundraising efforts. 
 

QUESTION 2: Do you support up to 1.8 million additional taxpayer dollars being placed on the levy to 
replace the existing structure for the Town Office, Police Department and Community Building with a new 
smaller structure?  Yes or No 
  
Explanation: This is an advisory referendum. A "yes" vote to replace indicates that you support a new Town Office, 
Police Department and Community Building.  

 
The purpose of the question listed above is to give the Town Board of Supervisors an idea of how the taxpayers feel about replacing 
or repairing the existing building. Based on the outcome of the referendum question a special meeting of the electors may be held 
for an actual vote on the construction and financing for the entire project.
